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EDUCATION

The Teacher Enhancement Program continued to provide training in sign
language to teachers and equipping them with knowledge in special
education. This paved way to more marginalized school-aged children
who are deaf to have access fo basic education in the provinces of
Luzon, Visayas and Mindanao.

The Educational Support Program continued to provide scholarship fo
deaf children in the Divisions of Quezon City and Caloocan.

INTEGRATED PROGRAMS

We continued fo provide an integrated support service which
includes tutorials, interpreting, teaching of sign language, and
referrals for other needs of deaf children and their families in
counseling, hearing testing, and employment opportunities.

The Art program contributed to the holistic development of our
beneficiaries at the same time creating greater awareness of
deaf people in society.
